GUJARAT ACT NO. XXXII OF 1963,

(First published, after having received the assent of the President in the
“Gujarat Government Ga{rq_!!e" on the 22nd July 1963).

An Act to abolish certain alienations which are not affected by the enactments
so far enacted for the abolition of various kinds of alienations and in
force in the State of Gujarat and to provide for matters consequentiai
and incidental thereto,

It is hereby enacted in the Fourteenth Year of the Republic of India as follows :—

1. () This Act may be called the Gujarat,l Surviving Alienations Abolition Act,
: 1963.

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of Gujarat.

(3) 1t shall come into, force on such date as the State Government may, by notifi-
cation in the Official Gazette, appoint. _

2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise Tequires, —

estate in the former Kathiawar but sold by him to any person by executing a gale
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deed hefore the merger of his taluka or estate, as the case may be, in the former
State of Saurashtra under an agreement executed by him in accordance with the
Covenant without claiming or accepting privy purse ;

(4) The decision of the Collector, subject to an appeal under sub-section (2) or
revision under sub-section (3), and the decision of the State Government under
sub-section (2) or under sub-section (3), as the case may be, shall be final and
conclusive and shall not be questioned in ‘any suit or proceeding in any court,

(5} The provisions of sections 4, 5, 12and 14 of the Indian Limitation Act, 1908
shall apply to the filing of an appeal under sub-section (2).

6. Notwithstanding any usage or custom, settlement, grant, agreement, sanad or
order or anything contained in any decree or order of a court or any law for the time
being applicable to any alienation, with effect on and from the appointed day—

(a) sll alienations shall be and are hereby aholished ;

(b} save as expressly provided by or under this Act, all rights legally subsistin g
on the said day under such alienations and all other incidents of such alienations
(including any right to hold office, or any liability to render service appertaining
to an slienation) shall be and are hereby cxtinguished ; -

{c} subject to the other provisions of this Act, all alienated lands shal) be, and
are hereby made liable to the payment of land revenye in accordance with the
provisions of the Code and the rules made thereunder; and accordingly the
provisions therein relating to unalienated land shall apply to all alienated Jands,

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Provided that if under the terms of the alienation such land is resumable for non-
performance of service, the alienee, the authorised holder or inferior holder, as the
case may be, shall be entitled to the rights of an oconpant in respect of such land
on payment to the State Government of the occupancy price equaltosix times the
amount of the full assessment of such land within the prescribed period ;

Provided further that if such land under the terms of alienation was not alienable
pxcept with the permission of a competent authority, such land shall not be trans-
ferable or partible by metes and bounds without the previous sanction of the Colle-
ctor and except on payment of such amount as the State Government may by
general or special order determine.

8. (I) Subject to the provisions of sub-sections (2} and (8) all alienated land held
under a watan shall be and is hereby resumed.

(2) In the case of an alienated land held under a watan which is not a grant of
soil and is held subject to a total or partial exemption from payment of land reventie
or the commutation settlement in respect of which permits a transfer of the land—

() the resumption under sub-section (1) shall be by levy of full assessment on
the land in accordance with the Code and the rules made thereunder, and

(#) the alienee, or , as the case may be, authorised holder holding the land shall
be deemed to be an occupant of the land and shall be primarily liable to pay land
revenuc to the State Government in respect thereof in accordance with the pro-

" visions of the Code and the rules made thereunder.

(3) (¢) An alienated land held under a watan to which sub-section (2) does not
apply, ehall be regranted to the alienee or, as the case may be, authorised holder on

" payment by him or on his behalf to the State Government of the occupancy price

equal to twelve times the amount of full assessment of such land within the

* prescribed period and in the prescribed manner and he shall be deemed to be the

occupant and be primarily liable to pay Jand revenue to the State Government in
accordance with the provisions of the Code and the rules made thereundenr:

Provided that where the land has not been assigned towards the emoluments
of the person performing the service appertaining to the watan, the eccupancy
price shall be equal to six times the amount of the full assessment.

(b) The occupancy of the land regranted under clause (a) shall not be transfe-
rable or partible by metes and bounds without the previous sanction of the Colle-
ctor and cxcept on payment of such amount as the State Government may by
general or special order determine.

10. Any person who fails to pay within the prescribed period the occupancy
price of a land under the provisions of section 7 or 8 shall be deemed to bo unautho-
risedly occupying the land and be liable to be summarily evicted therefromin accord-
ance with the provisions of the Code.

11. All public roads, lanes and paths, the bridges, ditches, dikes and: fenees, on
or beside the same, beds of creeks below high water mark, and beds of rivers, stre-
ams and nallas, lakes, wells, tanks, canals and water courses, and all standing and
flowing water, and all unbuilt village site lands, all forest lands, all pasture la-
nds, all waste lands and all uncultivated lands (excluding lands wsed for
building or other non-agricultural purposes) and all mines whether being worked
or not and minerals, whether discoversd or not and all quarries, which are
situate within the limits of any alienated land shall, except in so far as any
rights of any person other than the alienee may be established in or over the same
and except as may otherwise be provided by any law for the time being in force, vest
in, and shall be desmed to be with all rights in or over the same or appertaining
thereto the property of the State Government and all rights held by an slienee in
such property shall be deemed to have been extinguished and it shall be lawful for
the Collector, subject to the general or special orders of the State Government, to
dispoge of them as he deems fit, subject always to the rights of way and other
rights of the public or of individuals legally subsisting,

Explanation.—For the purposes of this gection, land shall be deemed to be un-
cultivated if it has not been cultivated for a continuous period of three years imme-

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(#v) in the case of forest land, the amount of compensation ghall be equivalent
to seven times the average of the net annual income of forest revenus including
grazing fees, if any, received by the alienee during the ten years immediately pre-
ceding the date of vesting, such annusl income being osleulated on the basia of
data regarding average yield for the said ten years ; : o

(v) if there are any trees or structures on the land to which clause (§) or (#3)
applies the amount of compensation shall be the market value of such trees or
structures, as the case may be. ' oo
