A ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THEJHARKHAND URBAN WATER
CONSERVATION AND DRINKING WATER REGULATORY AUTHORIT Y WITHIN THE STATE OF
JHARKHNAD,TO FACILTATE EFFECTIVE UTILISATION OF WAER RESOURCES AND ITS
CONSERVATION WITHIN THE STATE TO ENSURE ITS SUSTAMBLE AND SCIENTIFIC
MANAGEMENT FOR DRINKING, INDUSTRIAL, COMMERCIAL AND OTHER PURPOSES IN URBAN
AREA, TO ENABLE REGULATAION OF TARIFF AND OTHERSSSUES RELATEING TO DRINKING
WATER SUPPLY IN URBAN AREAS AND MATTERS CONNECTEDHEREWITH OR INCIDENTAL
THERETO.

Be it enacted by the legislature of the State aikiand in the Sixty

seventh year of the Republic of Indian as follows :

CHAPTER IV
ACCOUNTS, AUDIT AND REPORTS

13.0 Budget of Authority - The Authority shall prepare in such form and muetin each financial year as may be
prescribed, its budget for the next financial yaad forward it to the Government.
14.0 Grants and advances to Authority-The State Government may, after appropriation dudyle by the
State legislature, by law in this behalf, make sgidnts and advances to the authority on such terms
and conditions as the State Government may determin

15.0 Accounts of authority
15.1 The Authority shall maintain proper accounts andeotrelevant records and prepare an

annual statement of accounts in such form as mayprescribed by the Government in
consultation with the Accountant General.

15.2 The Accounts of the Authority shall be audited bg Accountant General at such intervals
as may be specified by him.

15.3 The Accountant General and persons appointed byirhiconnection with the audit of the
accounts of the Authority under this Act, shalivéiahe same right and privileges and
authority in connection with the audit of Governmancounts and, in particular, shall have
the right to demand the production of books, act®unonnected vouchers and other

documents and papers and to inspect any of theeodfiof the Authority,

15.4 The accounts of the Authority, as certified by thecount General or any other person
appointed by him in this behalf, together with #helit report thereon shall be forwarded
annually to the Government by the Authority.

16.0 Annual Report of Authority
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16.1 The Authority shall prepare annually and at sustetas may be prescribed, an annual report,
giving a summary of its activities during the pmws year and copies of the report shall be
sent to the Government.

16.2 A copy of the report received under sub-sectignsfthll be laid, within six months, after it
is received, before the State Legislature.

CHAPTER V
MISCELLANEQOUS
17.0 General Powers of the State Government The Government shall have the power to issue

directions to the Authority on matters concerningtev in the State including the overall planning
and co-ordination.

18.0 Members, officers and other staff of Authority to be public servants -The Chairperson,
members, officers and other employees of the Authehall be deemed, when acting or purporting
to act in pursuance of any of the provisions of #hét or rules or regulations made there undebgto
public servants within the meaning of section 2thefindian Penal Code.

19.0 Protection of action in good faith No suit, prosecution or other legal proceedinglidie against
the Government or the Authority and officer of Goweent or any Members, officer or other
employees of the Authority for anything done orpgarted to have been done in good faith in
pursuance of the provisions of this Act rules gutations made there under.

20.0 Power to make Rules-

20.1 The State Government may, by notification in théidl Gazette,
and subject to the condition of previous publicatimake rules to carry out the purpose of
this Act.

20.2 Every rule under this Act shall be laid, as soonitas made, before House of the State
legislature, while in session for a total periodfairteen days, which may be comprised in
one session in which it is so laid or the sessiomeédiately following. If the House agree in
making any modification in rule or House agree thatrule should not be made, and notify
their decision to that effect in the official Gaegtthe rule shall, from the date of publication
of such decision in the Official Gazette, have @ffenly in such modified form or be of no
effect, as the case may be, however, any such imaiatin or annulment shall be without

prejudice to the validity of anything previouslyranor omitted to be done under that rule.

21.0 Dispute Resolution Mechanism
21.1 The Government by an order issued in its behaliaite any competent officer for each
project as Dispute Resolution Officer to resolve thisputes with regard to the issuance or
delivery of determined water under the Act.
21.2The Dispute Resolution Officer shall follow suclogedure as may be prescribed while hearing
the disputes.
22.0 Powers of Authority to make regulations- The Authority with the prior
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approval of the State Government may make reguiafior discharging its
duties consistent with this Act and the rules mieeeunder.
23.0 Directions by Government
23.1The Government may issue to the Authority sgeaeral or special directions in writing in the
matters of policy involving public interest and thethority shall be bound to follow and act upon
such directions.
23.2If any question arises as to whether any surgctibn relates to a matter of policy involving
public interest, the decision of the Governmentehbe shall be final.
24.0 Power to remove difficulties
If any difficulties arises in giving effect to thgrovisions of this Act, by reasons of anything
contained in this Act, or any other enactment far time being in force, the State Government
may, as the occasion requires, by order directtthiatAct shall, during a period not exceeding
twelve months after the date of such order hawecefubject to such adaptations, whether by way

of modifications, addition or omission, as it magdefitto be necessary and expedient.
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
