L. A. Bill No. 17 of 2021

A BILL FURTHER TO AMEND THE ANDHRA PRADESH CHARITABLE

AND HINDU RELIGIOUS INSTITUTIONS AND ENDOWMENTS
ACT, 1987.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Andhra Pradesh in the Seventy

Second Year of the Republic of India as follows;-

1.(1) ThisAct may be called the Andhra Pradesh Charitable and Hindu Religious
Institutions and Endowments (Second Amendment) Act, 2021.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force with effect on and from the 1*
September, 2021.

2. In the Andhra Pradesh Charitable and Hindu Religious Institutions and
Endowments Act, 1987 (herein after referred to as the Principal Act) in section 63,
in sub-section (2), for the words “ fifty lakhs in lump sum “ the words “ five crores
with an enhancement of ten per centum for every five years over the then existing
amount” shall be substituted.
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3. Insection 70 of the Principal Act, after sub-section (3), the following sub-
section shall be added, namely,-

“(4) The Tirumla Tirupati Devasthanams shall contribute an amount of rupees
Forty crores annually with an enhancement of ten per centum for every five
years over the then existing amount™, ’

4. In section 116 of the Principal Act, in sub-section (6), for clause (b), the
following’ shall be substituted, namely,-

“(b) The annual budget shall also make provision for the payment of rupees
Five crores towards Endowments Administration Fund, rupees Forty crores
towards Common Good Fund and rupees Five crores towards Archakas and
other employees Welfare Fund, with an enhancement in all at ten per centum

for every five years over the then existing amounts.”

5. In section 161 of the Principal Act, under sub-section (1), for the existing
proviso, the following shall be substituted, namely, -

“Provided that Tirumala Tirupathi Devasthanams shall contribute rlipees five crores
annually to the Fund, with an enhancement at ten per centum for every five years

over the then existing amount.”.

6. (1) The Andhra Pradesh Charitable and Hindu Religious Institutions and
Endowments (Second Amendment) Ordinance, 2021 is hereby repealed.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, anything done or any action faken under the said
Ordinance shall be deemed to have been done or taken under this Act.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

According to sub-section (2) of section 65 of the Andhra Pradesh Charitable :
and Hindu Religious Institutions and Endowments Act, 1987 (Act No0.30/1987) in
respect of services rendered by the Government and their employees, the Tirumala
Tirupati Devasthanams, shall be liable to pay the Government annually from the
income derived by it, a contribution of Seven percentum of such annual income or

Rupees 50 lakhs in lump sum whichever is higher to the Endowments Administrative
Fund.

According to sub-section (3) of section 70 of the Andhra Pradesh Charitable
and Hindu Religious Institutions and Endowments Act, 1987 (Act No.30/1987), the
Commissioner shall issue a notice demandihg the payment of contribution payable
toward Common Good Fund basing on the provisions made in the budget estimate of
each institution or endowment in the manner prescribed.

‘ Accdrding to clause (b) of sub-section (6) of section 116 of the Andhra
Pradesh Charitable and Hindu Religious Institutions and Endowments Act, 1987
(Act No.30/1987), the budget of Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams shall also make
provision for the payment of an amount of five per centum of the annual income as
referred to under section 65 or Rupees one crore twenty five lakhs whichever is

higher to the Common Good Fund created under section 70.

According to proviso to sub-section (1) of Section 161 of the Andhra Pradesh
Charitable and Hindu Religious Institutions and Endowments Act, 1987 (Act No.30/
1987), the Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams shall contribute such sum to the Archaka
and Other Employees Welfare Fund as the Government may specify from time to
time. The Govt. specifies the Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams to pay Rupees fifty
lakhs per annum from 2008-2009 onwards to Archaka and Other Employees Welfare
Fund. :

According to section 111 of the Andhra Pradesh Charitable and Hindu
Religious Institutions and Endowments Act, 1987 (Act No.30/1987) the Tirumala
Tirupati Devasthanams shall have its own funds, the corpus of which shall include
all the amounts received by it by way of donations, gifts, kanukas including offering

*deposited in Hundis and any income from any other source and all payments by

Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams shall be made from the said funds. .

The Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams are keeping all its funds like hundi, | ,
arjita seva tickets in the corpus for the purpose of getting benefits under Income Tax

and various other Acts. As such, it is not in a position to pay the minimum statutory
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amounts (@ respective percentum mentioned in the provisions of the Act and the

Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanams are paying lumpsum amount of Rs.2.25 crores per

* annum in three heads of EAF,CGF and AWF, whereas Joint Commissioner cadre
temples in the State are paying above contributions at higher amounts than TTD. For
example an amount of rupees fhirty crores per annum paid by Srisaila Devasthanam.

_Hence, it is necessary to make amendments to sections 65, 70, 116 and 161 of the
Act 30/1987 to meet the objects of statutory payments from Tirumala Tirupati
Devasthanams. '

As the Legislature of the State is not then in session, having been prorogued,
and it has been decided to give effect to the above decision immediately, the Andhra
Pradesh Charitable and Hindu Religious Institutions and Endowments (Second
Amendment) Ordinance, 2021 (Andhra Pradesh Ordinance No. 14 of 2021) was
promulgated by His Excellency the Governor on the 27" August, 2021 which has
~ been published in the Andhra Pradesh Gazette on 1 September, 2021.

The Bill seeks to replace the said Ordinance and to give effect to the above

decision.
