In line with the 74% Constitutional Amendment Act, 1992 and the 12
Schedule to the Constitution of India, the Urban Local Bodies in the State of
Andhra Pradesh have been functlomng as vibrant and effcctwc three tier of Local
Self Governance.

To further strengthen this Local Self Governance in Urban Areas, the State
Government has introduced the Ward Secretariat System through which various
- welfare programs and services of different Departments are getting converged
‘and delivered to the door step of the Citizens. This reform has, thus, established

a system of field functionaries with specific roles and responsibilities for different
services and developmental programs mcludmg the basw functions of Urban Local
Bodles _

In addition to this, the Government in Act No 24 of 2020 (Andhra Pradesh

Municipal Laws (Amendment) Act 2020) Dated 8™ July 2020, has delegated certain
- functions to the Mayors/Chairpersons of the Municipal Corporations and
Municipalities/ Nagarpanchayats like maintaining proper sanitation, water supply,
street lighting and scientific process & disposal of solid and liquid wastes and to
ensure that 100% Households and commerciat establishments segregate the waste
and handover to person/agency authorised by the Corporation/Municipality and
to ensure 100% removal of encroachments on Government/Municipal lands and
to ensure no unauthorized constructlons ete.,

This has bestowed considerable responsibility on the ofﬁce of. the Mayors /
Chairpersons. It has also provided a setting where the Elected Bodies can now
function in a more transparent, accountable and efficient manner by fully utilizing -
these Systems and arrangements. The Municipal Acts also provide powers to the
Mayors and Chairpersons where some of their powers/functions can be delegated
to the Deputy Mayors and Vice Chairpersons for better distribution of work and
- responsibilities in the hght of ever expandmg scope of activities in the Urban
Sector. 4

Mummpahtles are now taking over addltlonal burden of work due to diseases
like Corona, unknown maladies like the one which occurred in Eluruy, increasing
Air pollution, increased water pollution of rivers as being frequently cautioned by
the National Green Tribunal, increasing migration into Urban Areas due to
mechanization of Agriculture and allied Occupations, increased corporatization
of various activities etc, As step towards this end, Government launched preparatory
action to the Clean Andhra Pradesh (CLAP) Program amongst other programs like
providing Urban Housing in Eco Friendly environs, creating Middle Income Group
Layouts with clean surrounding encouraging a work from home concept etc.

. In view of the aforementioned reasons there is an increased-scope of work
which has devolved on the Urban Local Bodies.

- of London may appoint up to 11 Deputy Mayors as part of the London Mayoral
Cabinet: They serve as political advisors: with responsibilities and powers
corresponding to portfolios delegated by the Mayor. s Lk

In the State of Punjab, the Acts prdvidc for Election of Mayor, Senior Deputy
Mayor and Deputy Mayors of Corporations. ' ‘

_ After bifurcation of the unified State of Andhra Pradesh, the first elections
to the Municipal Corporations and Municipalities have concluded and the indirect
- elections to the posts of the Mayor, Chairperson, Deputy Mayor and Vice
Chairperson was scheduled to be held on 18-03-2021. In order to ensure that the
Municipal Corporations and the Municipalities are made aware, as on the date of
~ their constitution, of the intention of the Government to provide for one more
Deputy Mayor in Municipal Corporations and one more Vice Chairperson in
Municipalities, the urgent measure of introducing amendments to the respective
enactments was necessitated. ' :
