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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

L In the State of Haryana Guru Jambheshwar University of Science &
Technology Hisar was incorporated through Haryana Act No. 17 of 1995 to
establish & incorporate a teaching cum affiliating University to facilitate and
promote studies and research in emerging arcas of higher education with focus
on new frontiers of technology, pharmacy, environmental studies, non-
conventional energy sources and management studies, and also to achicve
excellence in these and connected fields.

2. Association of Indian Universities in 83rd mecting of their General Body
held on November 18, 2008 has resolved to recommend the proposal that the
term of the Vice-Chancellor should be 5 years and the age of retirement be 70
years.

3. Gury Jambheshwar University of Science & Technology Hisar and
Deenbandhu Chhotu Ram University of Science & Technology Murthal have
also recommended for amendment in their respective Acts for increasing the age
of superannuation of the Vice-Chancellor from 65 years to 70 vears.

4. For appropirate growth of the University the Vice-Chancellor select should
hold the office for longer period and to select Vice-Chancellor having
more academic/research/administrative experience, superannuation of the
Vice-Chancellor need to be suitably enhanced.

5. In view of the above, the Council of Ministers in its meeting held on
27.4.2010 has considered and approved the increase in age of superannuation
of Vice-Chancellor in the above Technical University of the State from 65 years
to 68 years.

6. Hence, this Bill namely Guru Jambheshwar University of Science &
Technology Hisar (Amendment) Bill, 2010.
