THE MAHARISHI MARKANDESHWAR UNIVERSITY (ESTABLISHME NT AND
REGULATION) ORDINANCE, 2010.

Promulgated by the Governor of Himachal PradesthenSixty-first Year of the Republic
of India.

An Ordinance to provide for establishment, incogtion and regulation of Maharishi
Markandeshwar University, Solan, Himachal Pradeshhigher education and to regulate its
functioning and for matters connected therewitinoidental thereto.

WHEREAS, the Legislative Assembly of Himachal Rysid is not in session and the
Governor of Himachal Pradesh is satisfied thatdiheumstances exist which render it necessary
for her to take immediate action;

(4) Income from Endowment Fund shall be utilized the development of infrastructure
of the University but shall not be utilized to meet the recurring expenditure of the University.

(5) The amount of Endowment Fund shall be keptsted until the dissolution of the
University, by way of Fixed Deposit Accounts in a8gheduled Bank subject to the condition that
this Fund shall not be withdrawn without the pesias of the Government.

9. General Fund.—Ulhiversity shall establish a fund, which shadl called the

23. Vacancies not to invalidate the proceedings afny authority or body of the
University.—No act or proceeding of any authority or body o tdniversity shall be invalid
merely by reason of any vacancy or defect in thesttution thereof.

24. Filling of casual vacancies.+h case there occurs any casual vacancy in any
authority or body of the University, due to deatbsignation or removal of a member, the same
shall be filled, as early as possible, by the permobody who appoints or nominates the member
whose place become vacant and person appointednoinated to a casual vacancy shall be a
member of such authority or body for the residithe term for which the person whose place he
fills would have been member.

25. Committees—(1) The authorities or officers of the Universitpay constitute
committees with such terms of reference as mayelsessary for specific tasks to be performed by
such committees.

(2) The constitution of such committees and thatie$ shall be such as may be specified
by the statutes.

30. Regulations.—Fhe authorities of the University may, subjecthe prior approval of
the Board of Management, make regulations, comgistgh this Ordinance, the rules, statutes and
the ordinances made thereunder, for the condud¢heif own business and of the committees
appointed by them.

31. Admissions—(1) Admission in the University shall be made slyidn the basis of
merit.

(2) Merit for admission in the University may betetenined either on the basis of marks
or grade obtained in the qualifying examination &lmission and achievements in co-curricular
and extra-curricular activities or on the basisnudrks or grade obtained in the entrance test
conducted at State level either by an associatidheoUniversities conducting similar courses or
by any agency of the State:

Provided that admission in professional and te@irgourses shall be made only through
entrance test.

(3) Seats for admission in the University, for #tedents belonging to Scheduled Castes,
Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Classes ardidagped students, shall be reserved as per
the policy of the State Government.

(4) Atleast 25% seats for admission to each coshgdl be reserved for students who are
bonafide Himachalis.

32. Fee structure—(1) The University may, from time to time, preparela revise, its
fee structure and send it to the Government if®@approval and the Government shall convey the
approval within three months from the receipt & gnoposal:

Provided that if the approval of the Governmenhas conveyed within three months, it
shall be deemed to have been approved by the Goeatn

Provided further that the fee structure for eagtirse shall be decided before the issue of
prospectus and shall be reflected in the prospectus

Provided further that the fee structure shall rordvised or modified during the academic
year.

(2) The fee structure prepared by the Universiplldbe considered by a committee to be
constituted by the State Government, in the maasemay be prescribed, which shall submit its
recommendations to the Government after takinggotwsideration whether the proposed fee is,-

(@) sufficient for generating—
(i) resources for meeting the recurring exptemd of the University; and

(i) the savings required for the further deystent of the University; and
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(b) not unreasonably excessive.

(3) After receipt of the recommendations under settion (2), if the Government is
satisfied, it may approve the fee structure.

(4) The fee structure approved by the Governmemwteusub-section (3) shall remain
valid until next revision.

33. Examinations.—At the beginning of each academic session andyncase not later
than 30th of August of every calendar year, thevesity shall prepare and publish a semester-
wise or annual, as the case may be, Schedule eshiBadons for each and every course conducted
by it and shall strictly adhere to such Schedule:

Provided that if, for any reason whatsoever, Ursitgris unable to follow this Schedule, it
shall, as soon as practicable, submit a reporhéoGovernment giving the detailed reasons for
making a departure from the published Schedulexainitnation. The Government may, thereon,
issue such directions as it may deem fit for bettenpliance in future.

Explanation.—Schedule of Examination’ means a table giving tetbout the time, day
and date of the commencement of each paper whiahpart of a Scheme of Examinations and
shall also include the details about the pracesaminations.

34. Declaration of results—(1) The University shall strive to declare the réesof every
examination conducted by it within thirty days fréine last date of the examination for a particular
course and shall in any case declare the restdist bithin forty-five days from such date:

Provided that if, for any reason whatsoever, timversity is unable to finally declare the
results of any examination within the period of tyelive days, it shall submit a report
incorporating the detailed reasons for such detaythe Government. The Government may,
thereon, issue such directions as it may deerorfibétter compliance in future.

(2) No examination or the results of an examinasball be held invalid only for the
reasons that the University has not followed thkeBale of Examination as stipulated in section
33 and in this section.

35. Convocation.—The convocation of the University shall be heldewvery academic
year in the manner as may be specified by thetetafor conferring degrees, diplomas or for any
other purpose.

36. Accreditation of the University.—The University shall obtain accreditation from the
National Council of Assessment and Accreditatio®QT), Bangalore, within three years of its
establishment and inform the Government and sulelratgulating bodies which are connected
with the courses taken up by the University abbetdrade provided by NAAC to the University
and the University shall get renewed such accrialitat an interval of every five years thereafter.

37. University to follow rules, regulations, normsetc. of the regulating bodies.—
Notwithstanding anything contained in this Ordinanthe University shall be bound to comply
with all the rules, regulations, norms etc. of tegulating bodies and provide all such facilitiesl a
assistance to such bodies as are required by tbedistharge their duties and carry out their
functions.

38. Annual report—(1) The annual report of the University shalprepared by the
Board of Management which shall include amongeotatters, the steps taken by the University
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towards the fulfilment of its objects and shaldpproved by the Governing Body and copy of the
same shall be submitted to the sponsoring body.

(2) Copies of the annual report prepared undersggtion (1) shall also be presented to
the Government.

39. Annual accounts and audit—(1) The annual accounts including balance shetteof
University shall be prepared under the directiohghe Board of Management and the annual
accounts shall be audited at least once in evay lyg the auditors appointed by the University for
this purpose.

(2) A copy of the annual accounts together withabdit report shall be submitted to the
Governing Body.

(3) A copy of the annual accounts and audit repdwhgwith the observations of the
Governing Body shall be submitted to the sponscbiodyy.

(4) Copies of annual accounts and balance sheeam@ under sub-section (1) shall also
be presented to the Government.

(5) The advice of the Government, if any, arising of the accounts and audit report of
the University shall be placed before the Goverridogy and the Governing Body shall issue such
directions, as it may deem fit and compliance tbesaall be reported to the Government.

40. Powers of the Government to inspect the Univdatg.—(1) For the purpose of
ascertaining the standards of teaching, examinatahresearch or any other matter relating to the
University, the Government may, cause an assesstoepé made in such manner as may be
prescribed, by such person or persons as it may fiee

(2) The Government shall communicate to the Unityertss recommendations in regard
to the result of such assessment for correctivieraeind the University shall take such corrective
measures as are necessary so as to ensure theacwaf the recommendations.

(3) If the University fails to comply with the reemonendations made under sub-section
(2) within a reasonable time, the Government may guch directions as it may deem fit which
shall be binding on the University.

41. Dissolution of the University by the sponsoringpody.—(1)The sponsoring body
may dissolve the University by giving a notice hésteffect to the Government, the employees and
the students of the University at least one yeadwvance:

Provided that dissolution of the University shadivh effect only after the last batches of
students of the regular courses have completed ¢barses and they have been awarded degrees,
diplomas or awards, as the case may be.

(2) On the dissolution of the University all thesets and liabilities of the University shall
vest in the sponsoring body:

Provided that in case the sponsoring body dissdivedJniversity before twenty five
years of its establishment all the assets of thieddsity shall vest in the Government free from all
encumbrances.
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42. Special powers of the Government in certain @umstances.—1)If it appears to
the Government that the University has contraveargdof the provisions of this Ordinance or the
rules, statutes or ordinances made thereundersocdrgravened any of the directions issued by it
under this Ordinance or has ceased to carry outoériie undertakings given or a situation of
financial mis-management or mal-administration aasen in the University, it shall issue notice
requiring the University to show cause within foftye days as to why an order of its liquidation
should not be made.

(2) If the Government, on receipt of reply of thailersity on the notice issued under
sub-section (1), is satisfied that there is a priimee case of contravening all or any of the
provisions of this Ordinance or the rules, statatesrdinances made thereunder or of contravening
directions issued by it under this Ordinance ocedsing to carry out the undertaking given or of
financial mis-management or mal-administratiorshiall make an order of such enquiry as it may
consider necessary.

(3) The Government shall, for the purpose of anyuéy under sub-section (2), appoint
an inquiry officer or officers to inquire into awy the allegations and to make report thereon.

(4) The inquiry officer or officers appointed undasb-section (3) shall have the same
powers as are vested in a civil court under theeGafdCivil Procedure, 1908 (of 1908)while
trying a suit in respect of the following mattemamely:—

(@8 summoning and enforcing the attendance of anggm and examining him on oath;

(b) requiring the discovery and production of agh document or any other material as
may be predicable in evidence;

(c) requisitioning any public record from any dooir office; and
(d) any other matter which may be prescribed.

(5) The inquiry officer or officers inquiring undéris Ordinance, shall be deemed to be a
civil court for the purposes of section 195 and itea26 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973
(2 of 1974).

(6) On receipt of the enquiry report from the dfficor officers appointed under sub-
section(3), if the Government is satisfied that Wwmiversity has contravened all or any of the
provisions of this Ordinance or the rules, statutesordinances made thereunder or has violated
any of the directions issued by it under this Oadite or has ceased to carry out the undertakings
given by it or a situation of financial mis-managarhand mal-administration has arisen in the
University which threatens the academic standarthefUniversity, it shall issue orders for the
liquidation of the University and appoint an adrstrator.

(7) The administrator appointed under sub-sect&)nsfiall have all the powers and be
subject to all the duties of the Governing Body #relBoard of Management under this Ordinance
and shall administer the affairs of the Universittil the last batch of the students of the regular
courses have completed their courses and theylteare awarded degrees, diplomas or awards, as
the case may be.

(8) After having awarded the degrees, diplomaswards, as the case may be, to the last
batches of the students of the regular coursesdhenistrator shall make a report to this effect t
the Government.

(9) On receipt of the report under sub-sectiontf& Government shall, by notification in
the Official Gazette, issue an order dissolving theversity and from the date of publication of
such notification, the University shall stand dised and all the assets of the University shalt ves
in the Government free from all encumbrances ftioendate of dissolution.

43. Power to make rules—(1) The Government may, by notification in the iCiil
Gazette, make rules for carrying out the provisiofthis Ordinance.

(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the fgoéng power, such rules may provide
for all or any of the following matters, namely:—

(&) matter to be prescribed under clause (d) lofssction (4) of section 42; and

(b) other matters which are required to be, or rhay prescribed by rules under this
Ordinance.

(3) All the rules made under this Ordinance shalldid, as soon as may be after they are
so made, before the State Legislative Assemblylewhis in session, for a period of not less than
ten days which may be comprised in one sessiom @w® or more successive sessions and if
before the expiry of the session in which it islam or the successive sessions aforesaid, the
Legislative Assembly agrees in making modificatinrany of such rules or agrees that any such
rule should not be made, such rule shall therebhfiee effect only in such modified form or be of
no effect, as the case may be, so, however, thatsach modification or annulment shall be
without prejudice to the validity of anything preusly done under that rule.

44. Power to remove difficulties—(1) If any difficulty arises in giving effect tché
provisions of this Ordinance, the Government niaworder published in the Official Gazette,
make provisions, not inconsistent with the prowisiof this Ordinance, as appear to it to be
necessary or expedient for removing the difficulty:

Provided that no such order shall be made undgiséction after the expiry of a period of
two years from the commencement of this Ordinance.

(2) Every order made under this section shallcass as may be after it is made, be laid
before the State Legislative Assembly.
