THE MADHYA PRADESH FINANCE ORDINANCE, 2020

[ First published in the “Madhya Pradesh Gazette (Extra-ordinary)", dated the 28 March, 2020. |

Promulgated by the Governor in the seventy first year of the Republic of India.

An Ordinance further to amend the Madhya Pradesh Rajkoshiya Uttardayitva Avam
Budget Prabandhan Adhiniyam, 2005, and Indian Stamp Act, 1899 in its application to the
State of Madhya Pradesh.

Whereas, the State Legislature is not in session and the Governor of Madhya Pradesh

is satisfied that circumstances exists which render it necessary for him to take immediate
action;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (1) of article 213 of the
Constitution of India, the Governor of Madhya Pradesh is pleased to promulgate the

following Ordinance:-

Short title and 1. (1) This Ordinance may be called the Madhya Pradesh Finance

commencement. Ordinance, 2020.

(2) It shall come into force from the date of its publication in the
Madhya Pradesh Gazette.
Madhya  Pradesh 2. During the period of operation of this Ordinance, the Madhya

section 9, Prabandhan Adhiniyam, 2005 (No. 18 of 2005), in section 9,

after sub-section (3), the following new sub-section shall be
added, namely:-

“(4) Notwithstanding any limit or target contained in
sub-section (2), the State Government may receive an additional
loan of Rupees 4,443.00 crore during the financial year ending
31st March 2020, which shall not be reckoned against any limit

or target contained in sub-section (2). “.

“(gb) Work contract, not being a development or construction
agreement or a Security Bond, containing an agreement to
secure the due performance of a contract or due discharge

(i) If contract value is upto five hundred rupees
