THE RAJASTHAN URBAN IMPROVEMENT
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2010
(To be introduced in the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly)

further to amend the Rajasthan Urban Improvement Act, 1959.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Sixty-first Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may be
called the Rajasthan Urban Improvement (Amendment) Act, 2010.

(2) It shall come into force on the date of its publication in
the Official Gazette.

2. Amendment of section 24-A, Rajasthan Act No. 35 of
1959.-For the existing section 24-A of the Rajasthan Urban
Improvement Act, 1959 (Act No. 35 of 1959), hereinafter referred
to as the principal Act, the following shall be substituted, namely:-

"24-A. Power of transfer.- (1) Any officer or
servant of a Trust may be  transferred by the State
Government from one Trust to another Trust in accordance
with the rules made under section 74.

(2) Any officer or servant of a Trust may, in
accordance with the rules made under section 74, be
transferred by the State Government to a Municipality or
the Jaipur Development Authority or the Jodhpur
Development Authority or the Rajasthan Housing Board or
any other local authority on a post carrying pay scale not
lower than the pay scale of the officer or servant to be
transferred:

Provided that the lien of the officer or servant so
transferred shall remain in the parent Trust and he shall be
considered for further promotion whenever a consideration
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for promotion to the higher post in his cadre is made in that

Trust.".

3. Amendment of section 72, Rajasthan Act No. 35 of

1959.-In section 72 of the principal Act,-

(a) for the existing punctuation mark ".", appearing at the
end of sub-section (1), the punctuation mark ":" shall be
substituted; and

(b) after the existing sub-section (1), so amended, the
following new proviso shall be added, namely:-

"Provided that the State Government, if it is
satisfied that it is expedient in the public interest so to
do, may, by notification in the Official Gazette, exempt
any class of improvement from obtaining permission in
writing under the provisions of section 73.".

4. Amendment of section 73, Rajasthan Act No. 35 of

1959.- In section 73 of the principal Act,-
(a) in sub-section (8),-
(i) for the existing expression "one month", the
expression "two month" shall be substituted; and
(i1) for the existing expression "fifteen days", the
expression "one month" shall be substituted; and
(b) in sub-section (9), for the existing expression "to
the Collector", the expression "to Divisional

Commissioner or to any other officer authorized by

the State Government in this behalf by notification
in the Official Gazette" shall be substituted.

5. Addition of sections 73-C and 73-D, Rajasthan Act

No. 35 of 1959.- After the existing section 73-B of the principal
Act, the following new sections shall be added, namely:-
""73-C. Provision of rain water harvesting. — (1)

In every building constructed on a plot of land exceeding

three hundred square metres in an urban area after the

commencement of the Rajasthan Urban Improvement

(Amendment) Act, 2010 (Act No. .... of 2010), it shall be
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compulsory to install a rain water harvesting system of
such type and specifications as may be prescribed by the
State Government having regard to the area and use of the
land and keep such system always in working condition:

Provided that if the State Government, having
regard to the ground water level in a particular area, is of
the opinion that installation of rain water harvesting system
in such area is not appropriate, it may, by notification in the
Official Gazette, exempt such area from the operation of
the provisions of this section.

(2) The Trust shall not grant any permission for
development required under the provisions of this Act or
rules or regulations made thereunder unless provision for
rain water harvesting system of the type and specifications
prescribed under sub-section (1) has been made in the site
plan and maps and the person seeking permission
undertakes to install such system and furnishes security for
the same to the satisfaction of the Trust.

(3) Every owner of the building, for which rain
water harvesting system is compulsory under the provisions
of this section, shall, after completion of such building,
obtain a completion certificate in the prescribed manner
and no such building shall be occupied unless and until
such certificate has been obtained.

(4) The officer or authority authorized to issue
completion certificate under sub-section (3) shall not issue
such certificate unless he is satisfied that a rain water
harvesting system of the type and specifications prescribed
under sub-section (1) has been installed in the building and
is operational.

(5) Any development of land in an urban area made
or continued in contravention of the provisions of this
section shall be deemed to be an unauthorized development
for the purposes of this Act.
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(6) No permanent water connection from any public
water supply system shall be permitted in a building, for
which rain water harvesting system is compulsory under
the provisions of this section, unless the owner or occupier
thereof produces a completion certificate issued under sub-
section (3).

(7) Any person who contravenes any provision of
this section shall, on conviction and without prejudice to
any other action that may be taken against him under any
other provision of this Act or any other law for the time
being in force, be punishable with imprisonment which
may extend to seven days or with fine which shall not be
less than rupees twenty five thousand but which may
extend to rupees one lakh or with both.

Explanation.- For the purposes of this section, ‘rain
water harvesting system’ means any structure or apparatus
or both, including roof top structure and under ground tank,
constructed or installed to collect rain water either for
domestic use or for percolation into earth for the purpose of
recharging ground water.

73-D. Provision of parking space.- (1) In every
building constructed in an urban area after the
commencement of the Rajasthan Urban Improvement
(Amendment) Act, 2010 (Act No. .... of 2010), it shall be
compulsory to provide such parking space as may be
prescribed by the State Government:

Provided that the State Government may, having
regard to the area of land and situation and use of building,
exempt, by notification in the Official Gazette, any building
or class of buildings from the provisions of this section.

(2) The Trust shall not grant any permission for
development required under the provisions of this Act or
rules or regulations made thereunder unless provision for
parking space as prescribed under sub-section (1) has been
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made in the site plan and maps and the person seeking
permission undertakes to provide such parking space and
furnishes security for the same to the satisfaction of the
Trust.

(3) Every owner of the building, for which
provision of parking space is compulsory under the
provisions of this section, shall, after completion of such
building, obtain a completion certificate in the prescribed
manner and no such building shall be occupied unless and
until such certificate has been obtained.

(4) The officer or authority authorized to issue
completion certificate under sub-section (3) shall not issue
such certificate unless he is satisfied that parking space as
prescribed under sub-section (1) has been provided in the
building.

(5) Any development of land in an urban area made
or continued in contravention of the provisions of this
section shall be deemed to be an unauthorized development
for the purposes of this Act.

(6) No permanent water connection from any public
water supply system shall be permitted in a building, for
which provision of parking space is compulsory under the
provisions of this section, unless the owner or occupier
thereof produces a completion certificate issued under sub-
section (3).

(7) Any person who contravenes any provision of
this section shall, on conviction and without prejudice to
any other action that may be taken against him under any
other provision of this Act or any other law for the time
being in force, be punishable with imprisonment which
may extend to seven days or with fine which shall not be
less than rupees twenty five thousand but which may
extend to rupees one lakh or with both.".
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6. Amendment of section 74, Rajasthan Act No. 35 of
1959.- For the existing clause (jj) of sub-section (1) of section 74
of the principal Act, the following shall be substituted, namely :-

" (jj) for prescribing the conditions under which the
officers and employees of a Trust may, under
section 24-A, be transferred from one Trust to
another Trust or to a municipality or to the Jaipur
Development  Authority or the Jodhpur
Development Authority or to the Rajasthan Housing
Board or to any other local authority ; ".

7. Amendment of section 89-A, Rajasthan Act No. 35 of

1959.- In section 89-A of the principal Act,-
(a) for the existing sub-section (1), the following
shall be substituted, namely:-

"(1) Any person who whether at his own
instance or at the instance of any other person, or
any department of Government, undertakes or
carries out any improvement of any land in any
urban area, in contravention of the provisions of
sub-section (1) of section 72, or in contravention
of any condition subject to which permission for
undertaking or carrying on any improvement has
been granted under section 73, shall be punishable
with simple imprisonment which shall not be less
than fifteen days but which may extend to forty
five days or with fine which shall not be less than
thirty thousand rupees but which may extend to
fifty thousand rupees or with both and in the case
of a continuing offence with further fine of five
hundred rupees for every day during which such
offence continues after conviction for the first
commission of the offence:

Provided that the court may for any
adequate and special reasons to be mentioned in
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the judgment impose a sentence of imprisonment
for a term less than fifteen days." ;

(b) in sub-section (2), for the existing expression
"with fine which may extend to two thousand
rupees.", the  expression "with  simple
imprisonment which shall not be less than fifteen
days but which may extend to forty five days or
with fine which shall not be less than ten thousand
rupees but which may extend to twenty thousand
rupees or with both:" shall be substituted ; and

(c) after sub-section (2), so amended, the following new
proviso shall be added, namely:-

"Provided that the court may for any
adequate and special reasons to be mentioned in the
judgment impose a sentence of imprisonment for a
term of less than fifteen days.".

8. Insertion of new section 90-A, Rajasthan Act No. 35
of 1959.- After the existing section 90 and before the existing
section 91 of the principal Act, the following new section shall be
inserted, namely:-

"90-A. Power to seal unauthorized improvement.-
(1) The Trust may, at any time before or after making an
order to stop any improvement under sections 73-A, 90, 91-
B and 91-C, make an order directing the sealing of such
improvement in the prescribed manner, for preventing any
dispute as to the nature and extent of such improvement.

(2) Any person aggrieved by an order under sub-
section (1) may appeal to the Divisional Commissioner
against the order within 30 days from the date of the order
of the Trust and the Divisional Commissioner may after
hearing the parties to the appeal either dismiss the appeal or
may reverse or vary the whole or any part of the order.

(3) Where any improvement has been sealed, the
Trust or the officer authorized by it in this behalf may for
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the purpose of removing or discontinuing such
development, order the seal to be removed.

(4) No person shall remove such seal except-

(a) under an order of the Trust or the officer
authorized under sub-section (3); or

(b) wunder an order of the Divisional
Commissioner or the State Government as
the case may be.

(5) Any person who contravenes the provisions of
sub-section (4) shall, on conviction, be punished with fine
which may extend to twenty five thousand rupees.

9. Amendment of section 91, Rajasthan Act No. 35 of
1959.- In section 91 of the principal Act,-

(a) for the existing expression "fine which may extend
to five hundred rupees, or with simple
imprisonment, for a period of six months", the
expression "simple imprisonment which shall not
be less than one month but which may extend to
three months or with fine which shall not be less
than twenty thousand rupees but which may extend
to fifty thousand rupees" shall be substituted; and

(b) for the existing punctuation mark ".", appearing at
the end, the punctuation mark ":" shall be
substituted and thereafter the following new
proviso shall be added, namely:-

"Provided that the court may for any
adequate and special reasons to be mentioned in
the judgment impose a sentence of imprisonment
for a term of less than one month.".

10. Amendment of section 91-A, Rajasthan Act No. 35
of 1959.- In section 91-A of the principal Act, for the existing sub-
section (3), the following shall be substituted, namely:-

"(3) Any person aggrieved by an order of

the Divisional Commissioner made under sub-
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section (2) may, within 30 days from the date of the
order, file a revision petition before the State
Government so as to challenge the legality or
propriety of such order and the State Government
may, after hearing the parties to the revision, pass
such order as it may deem fit and the order of the
State Government shall be final.".

11. Amendment of section 92-A, Rajasthan Act No. 35

of 1959.- In section 92-A of the principal Act,-

(a) in sub-section (1),-

(i) for the existing expression "one month",
wherever occurring, the expression "three
months" shall be substituted; and

(i1) for the existing expression "which may extend
to twenty thousand rupees", the expression
"which shall not be less than thirty thousand
rupees or with both" shall be substituted;

(b) in sub-section (2), for the existing expression "two
thousand rupees", the expression "five thousand
rupees" shall be substituted;

(c) in sub-section (4),-

(1) for the existing expression "may extend to six
months or with fine which may extend to ten
thousand rupees", the expression "shall not be
less than two months but which may extend to
six months or with fine which shall not be less
than thirty thousand rupees but which may
extend to fifty thousand rupees" shall be
substituted; and

(i1) for the existing punctuation mark ".", appearing
at the end, the punctuation mark ":" shall be
substituted and thereafter the following new
proviso shall be added, namely:-
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"Provided that the court may for any
adequate and special reasons to be mentioned
in the judgment impose a sentence of
imprisonment for a term of less than two
months."; and

(d) in sub-section (16),-

(1) for the existing expression "may extend to
one month or with fine which may extend to
one thousand rupees", the expression "shall
not be less than three months but which may
extend to three years or with fine which may
extend to thirty thousand rupees" shall be
substituted; and

(i) for the existing punctuation mark
appearing at the end of the existing proviso,
the punctuation mark ":" shall be substituted
and thereafter the following new proviso shall
be added, namely:-

"Provided further that the court may
for any adequate and special reasons to be

mentioned in the judgment impose a sentence
of imprisonment for a term of less than three

months.".
12. Insertion of new section 93-B, Rajasthan Act No.
35 of 1959.- After the existing section 93-A and before the existing
section 94 of the principal Act, the following new section shall be

inserted, namely:-

"93-B. Power to call for records.- (1) The State
Government or any officer not below the rank of the
Secretary to the Government authorized in this behalf by
the State Government, may, for the purpose of being
satisfied as to the correctness, legality or propriety of any
order or resolution passed or purporting to have been
passed, under this Act by or on behalf of the Trust, call for
the relevant record, and may, in doing so, direct that
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pending the examination of such record, such order or

resolution shall be kept in abeyance and no action in

furtherance thereof shall be taken until such examination by
the State Government or by the officer authorized in this
behalf by the State Government and the passing of order

under sub-section (2):

Provided that record relating to an order or a
resolution shall not be called for under this sub-section
after the expiry of three years from the date of such order or
resolution.

(2) After examining the record, the State
Government or the officer authorized as aforesaid may
rescind, reverse or modify such order or resolution and the
order of the State Government or the officer authorized as
aforesaid shall be final and binding on the Trust.".

13. Deletion of section 95-A, Rajasthan Act No. 35 of
1959.-The existing section 95-A of the principal Act shall be
deleted.

14. Insertion of new section 104-A, Rajasthan Act No.
35 of 1959.- After the existing section 104 and before the existing
section 105 of the principal Act, the following new section shall be
inserted, namely:-

"104-A. General power of control by State
Government.- Notwithstanding anything contained in this
Act, the State Government shall have general power of
control over the Trust and may give such directions as in
its opinion are necessary or expedient for carrying out the
purposes of this Act and it shall be the duty of the Trust to
comply with such directions.".
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Rajasthan Urban Improvement Act, 1959 was enacted
about a half century ago. Though it was amended from time to
time yet it is felt that certain provisions of it need further
improvement to make them compatible with the present
circumstances.

Section 24-A of the Act provides for transfer of employees
of one Trust to another Trust or Jaipur Development Authority. It
is proposed that this section be amended to provide for transfer of
the officers and servants of the one Trust to another Trust as well
as to other local authorities, i.e. Municipalities, Jaipur
Development Authority or Jodhpur Development Authority or the
Rajasthan Housing Board, accordingly section 24-A and section 74
are proposed to be amended suitably.

Section 72 of the Act provides that no improvement shall
be carried out in the urban area without the written permission of
the Trust. It is felt that this provision causes hardship to the
persons who desire to carry out minor improvements which either
have no impact or have only negligible impact on spatial planning.
Therefore, it is considered appropriate to empower the State
Government to exempt in appropriate cases, certain class of
improvement from the requirement of the provision under section
73. Accordingly a proviso is proposed to be added in section 72(1).

Section 73 of the Act provides for deemed permission in
cases where the applicant has given notice to the Trust after the
expiry of one month from the date of application and a period of
fifteen days has expired after such notice. This deeming permission
has become a major source of irregular improvements. The
existing period of one month and fifteen days is very short and
looking to the volume of applications under this section, it does not
provide sufficient time to consider the application and take
decision. Therefore, it is proposed that this period of one month
and fifteen days be enhanced to be two months and one month
respectively. Appeal of an order made under this section lies to the
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Collector. In order to bring the provision in line with the other
provision of this Act, it is proposed that aforesaid order may be
made appealable to the Divisional Commissioner, or an officer
authorized by State Government.

The State Government has felt that due to continued shortfall
of rain in the State there is acute shortage of water therefore ground
water level has decreased considerably, hence it is necessary to
adopt measures for harvesting of rain water by installing water
harvesting system. Therefore, it is proposed that in every building
constructed on a plot of area exceeding three hundred square metres
water harvesting system should be compulsorily installed having
regard to the area and use of land. It is also considered appropriate to
empower the State Government to exempt a particular area from
installing water harvesting system which, in the opinion of the State,
is not appropriate for such system having regard to the groundwater
level. If any person fails to install such system, he shall be punished
with imprisonment which may extend to seven days or with fine
which may extend to one lakh rupees or with both. Apart from this,
it is also proposed that without obtaining completion certificate and
installation of such system no permanent water connection shall be
permitted Accordingly a new section 73-C is proposed to be inserted
in the Act.

It is general tendency of owners of buildings not to provide
required parking space in a building. It is proposed that unless
provision for parking space has been made in site plan and maps,
permission for development shall not be granted and no building
shall be occupied without obtaining completion certificate and
without providing parking space and any development made or
continued shall be deemed to be an unauthorized development and
no permanent water connection shall be permitted in building
without providing parking space. It is also considered appropriate
to empower the State Government to exempt any building or class
of buildings from providing parking space having regard to the
area of land and situation and use of building. If any person fails to
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provide parking space, he shall be punished with imprisonment
which may extend to seven days or with fine which may extend to
one lakh rupees or with both Accordingly a new section 73-D is
proposed to be inserted in the Act.

Unauthorized constructions are rampant in the urban areas.
Despite, the orders of the Trusts to stop unauthorized constructions
they are continued. To combat with this problem a bi-forked policy
is proposed to be adopted. Accordingly, a new section 90-A is
proposed to be inserted in the Act so as to empower the Trust to
seal the on going unauthorized construction on one hand and on
the other hand sections 89-A, 91 and 92-A are proposed to be
amended so as to enhance the existing punishments and also to
provide minimum punishment in certain cases. Where minimum
punishment has been provided, a discretion has been given to the
Court to impose a punishment lesser than the minimum provided
punishment for adequate or special reasons to be recorded in the
judgment.

Sub-section (3) of section 91-A provides that the decision
of Divisional Commissioner shall be final. This causes hardship to
public. Hence it is proposed that aggrieved person may file
revision petition before State Government.

Since the lowest court in the State is that of the Magistrate
of the first class, provisions of section 95-A has now become
redundant therefore are proposed to be deleted.

To ensure effective control and supervision of the State
Government over the functioning of the Trust, it is proposed to
insert a new section 93-B so as to give State Government powers
of revision of the resolutions or orders of the Trust and officers
thereof and also to empower the State Government to give such
directions to the Trusts as may be considered necessary or
expedient by the State Government for carrying out the purposes of
this Act, by inserting a new section 104-A.

This Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid objectives.

MEMORANDUM REGARDING DELEGATED

LEGISLATION

Clause 5 of the Bill, which seeks to insert new sections 73-
C and 73-D in the Rajasthan Urban Improvement Act,1959, if
enacted, shall empower the State Government to prescribe type
and specifications of rain water harvesting system, and the
parking space and the manner in which completion certificate
shall be obtained with regard to the buildings for which
installation of rain water harvesting system and provision of
parking space is compulsory under the aforesaid sections 73-C
and 73-D.

Clause 6 of the Bill, which seeks to substitute clause (jj) of
sub-section (1) of section 74 of the aforesaid Act, if enacted, shall
empower the State Government to prescribe the conditions under
which the officers and employees of a Trust may be transferred
from one Trust to another Trust or to a municipality or to the
Jaipur Development Authority or the Jodhpur Development
Authority or to the Rajasthan Housing Board or to any other local
authority.

Clause 8 of the Bill, which seeks to insert a new section 90-
A in the aforesaid Act if enacted, shall empower the State
Government to prescribe the manner in which an unauthorized
development may be sealed.

(8) Where in any urban area, an application for
undertaking or carrying out an improvement is made to the Trust in
the prescribed form and with the prescribed fees and after the
receipt of the application the Trust neglects or omits for one month
to grant permission or to reject the application for reasons to be
recorded by it, the applicant may, by a written communication, call
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the attention of the Trust to the omission or neglect, and if such
omission or neglect continues for a further period of fifteen days
from the date of such communication, the Trust shall be deemed
to have permitted the proposed work absolutely and such work
may be proceeded within the manner specified in the notice:

Provided that nothing herein contained shall be construed
to authorise any person to act in contravention of any other
provision of this Act or the rules and regulations made thereunder,
relating to any matter other than the requirement of obtaining
permission of the Trust before undertaking or carrying out any
improvement under this Act.

(9) Any person aggrieved by an order of the Trust giving
permission subject to conditions imposed by it or refusing to give
permission under this Act, may appeal to the Collector, within
thirty days from the date of the order giving or refusing such
permission, exclusive of the time requisite for obtaining a copy
thereof. No such order shall be called in question otherwise than by
such appeal.

89-A. Penalty for improvements in contravention of the
Act.- (1) Any person who whether at his own instance or at the
instance of any other person, or any department of Government,
undertakes or carries out any improvement of any land in any
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urban area, in contravention of the provisions of sub-section (1) of
section 72, or in contravention of any condition subject to which
permission for undertaking or carrying on any improvement has
been granted under section 73, shall be punishable with fine
which may extend to five thousand rupees and in the case of a
continuing offence, with further fine which may extend to one
hundred rupees for every day during which such offence continues
after conviction for the first commission of the offence.

(2) Any person who uses any land or building in
contravention of sub-section (2) of section 72, or in contravention
of the terms or conditions prescribed by regulation under the
proviso to that sub-section, shall be punishable with fine which
may extend to two thousand rupees.

(a) makes or continues to make any obstruction in any
land or space not being private property, whether such land or
space belongs to or vests in the Trust or not, except steps over
drain in any public street; or

(b) having made such obstruction before coming into force
of the Rajasthan Urban Improvement (Second Amendment) Act,
1991 fails to remove such obstruction within fifteen days from the
date of service of a notice in writing calling upon him to do so by
the Trust, shall, on conviction, be punished with simple
imprisonment which may extend to one month or with fine which
may extend to two thousand rupees or with both.
