THE RAJASTHAN ADVOCATES WELFARE FUND
(AMENDMENT) BILL, 2012
(To be Introduced in the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly)

Bill
further to amend the Rajasthan Advocates Welfare Fund Act,1987.

Be it enacted by the Rajasthan State Legislature in the
Sixty-third Year of the Republic of India, as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Act may
be called the Rajasthan Advocates Welfare Fund (Amendment)
Act, 2012.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force on and from
25" May, 2012.

2. Amendment of section 15, Rajasthan Act No. 15 of
1987.- In section 15 of the Rajasthan Advocates Welfare Fund Act,
1987 (Act No. 15 of 1987), hereinafter in this Act referred to as
the principal Act, after the existing sub-section (2),the following
new sub-section shall be added, namely:-

“(3) Every Bar Association shall hold the election timely
as per its constitution, rules or by-laws and shall abide by the
instructions or directions issued, from time to time, by the Bar
Council of Rajasthan or the Bar Council of India.”.

3. Amendment of section 16, Rajasthan Act No. 15 of
1987.- In section 16 of the principal Act,-

(1) the existing proviso to sub-section (1) shall be deleted;

(i1) 1in sub-section (5),-

(a) in clause (i), for the existing expression “ Rs. 200/-",
the expression ““ Rs. 300/-” shall be substituted;

(b) in clause (ii), for the existing expression “ Rs. 500/-",
the expression ““ Rs. 750/~ shall be substituted; and

(c) in clause (ii1), for the existing expression “ Rs. 750/-,
the expression “ Rs. 1,250/-" shall be substituted;
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(ii1) in the first proviso to sub-section (5), for the
existing expression “Rs. 10,000/-”, the expression
“Rs. 17,500/-" shall be substituted;

(iv) in the second proviso to sub-section (5), for the
existing punctuation mark “.”” appearing at the end, the
punctuation mark ““:”” shall be substituted; and

(v) after the second proviso, amended as aforesaid, the
following new proviso shall be added, namely:-

“Provided also that if annual subscription of
current year is not paid on or before 30™ June, the member
of the Fund shall be liable to pay on the amount of arrear
an interest at the rate of Rs. 1.50 per hundred per month
from the date on which subscription becomes due.”.

4. Amendment of section 17, Rajasthan Act No. 15 of

1987.- In sub-section (1) of section 17 of the principal Act,-

(1) in the second proviso, for the existing expression
“rupees one lac”, the expression “rupees two lacs fifty
thousand” shall be substituted; and

(i1) after the existing second proviso and before the
existing last proviso, the following new proviso shall
be inserted, namely:-

“Provided also that the provisions of second
proviso shall not be applicable in respect of a member who
is admitted or readmitted after the age of forty five years:”.
5. Amendment of section 19, Rajasthan Act No. 15 of

1987.- In sub-section (1) of section 19 of the principal Act, for the
existing expression “ten rupees”, the expression “twenty five
rupees” shall be substituted.

6. Amendment of section 20, Rajasthan Act No. 15 of

1987.- In sub-section (1) of section 20 of the principal Act, for the
existing expression “rupees ten”, the expression “rupees twenty
five” shall be substituted.

7. Amendment of section 25, Rajasthan Act No. 15 of

1987.- For the existing section 25 of the principal Act, the
following shall be substituted, namely:-

“25. Ex-gratia grant to a member of the Fund.- (1)

The Trustee Committee, on an application submitted to it,
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and after being satisfied about the genuineness of the claim,

may allow ex-gratia grant to a member from the Fund-

(a) in case of hospitalization involving a major
surgical operation other than that specified in
clause (b); or

(b) if he undergoes open heart surgery, organ
transplantation or angioplasty or is suffering
from tuberculosis, leprosy, paralysis, cancer,
unsoundness of mind, AIDS, paraplegia or
disablement certified by a Medical Board to be
more than fifty per cent or from such other
serious diseases.

(2) The grant so allowed shall not exceed a sum of
Rs. 40,000/- in cases falling under clause (a) and Rs. 1,00,000/- in
cases falling under clause (b):

Provided that the claim shall not be more than once in a
period of five years:

Provided further that the member admitted or readmitted
after the age of 45 years shall not be entitled to receive any ex-
gratia grant.”.

8. Amendment of Schedule, Rajasthan Act No. 15 of
1987.- For the existing Schedule to the principal Act, the following
shall be substituted, namely:-

9. Repeal and savings.- (1) The Rajasthan Advocates

made under the principal Act as amended by the said Ordinance
shall be deemed to have been taken or made under the principal
Act as amended by this Act.
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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Rajasthan Advocates Welfare Fund Act was enacted in
the year 1987 and was amended in the year 1995 and 2003. In the
course of working of the fund, a need was felt to increase the
income of the fund so as to substantially increase the financial
assistance to the members of the Rajasthan Advocates Welfare
Fund provided at the time of death and major illness or surgical
operations, etc. It was also felt that certain provisions needed
review particularly in regard to grant of assistance to the members
of the fund. In view of this certain provisions of the Act needed
suitable amendments.

Since the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly was not in
session and circumstances existed which rendered it necessary for
the Governor of Rajasthan to take immediate action, she, therefore,
promulgated the Rajasthan Advocates Welfare Fund (Amendment)
Ordinance, 2012 (Ordinance No. 4 of 2012), on 25 May, 2012,
which was published in Rajasthan Gazette, Part IV (B),
Extraordinary, dated 25" May, 2012.

After the promulgation of the aforesaid Ordinance, it was
suggested by the Bar Council of Rajasthan, that the member
admitted or readmitted to the Fund after the age of 45 years should
not be made eligible for any ex-gratia grant under section 25.
Accordingly, a second proviso to the above effect is also proposed
to be added in section 25 of the Act.

This Bill seeks to replace the aforesaid Ordinance with the
above modifications.

16. Membership in the Fund.- (1) Every Advocate
practicing before any Court, Tribunal or other authority legally
authorised by any law to take evidence or to adjudicate or decide
any dispute in the State shall apply to the Trustee Committee for
admission as a member of the fund in such form as may be
prescribed:
