December 22, 2025.

THE UTTAR PRADESH SUGAMYA VYAAPAR (PRAVDHAANO KA
SANSHODHAN) BILL, 2025

A

BILL

to amend certain enactments for decriminalising and rationalising offences to

further enhance trust-based governance for ease of living and doing business.

IT IS HEREBY enacted in the Seventy-sixth year of the Republic of India as

follows:-

1. (1) This Act may be called the Uttar Pradesh Sugamya Vyaapar (Pravdhaano
Ka Sanshodhan) Act, 2025.

(2) It shall come into force on such date as the State Government may, by
notification in the Official Gazette, appoint; and different dates may be appointed for

amendments relating to different enactments mentioned in the Schedule.

2. The enactments mentioned in Column (4) of the Schedule are hereby

amended to the extent and in the manner mentioned in Column (5) thereof.

3. The fines and penalties provided under various provisions in the enactments
mentioned in the Schedule shall be increased by ten percent of the minimum amount of
fine or penalty, as the case may be, prescribed therefor, after the expiry of every three
years from the date of commencement of this Act.

Repeal and savings 4. (1) The Uttar Pradesh Sugamya Vyaapar (Pravdhaano Ka
Sanshodhan) Ordinance, 2025 is hereby repealed.

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal, anything done or any
action taken under the provisions of the principal Act as amended by
the Ordinance referred to in sub-section (1) shall be deemed to have
been done or taken under the corresponding provisions of the
principal Act as amended by this Act as if the provisions of this Act

were in force at all material times.

(3) The amendment by this Act of any enactment shall not
affect any other enactment in which the amended enactment has been

applied, incorporated or referred to; and this Act shall not affect the
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validity, invalidity, effect or consequences of anything already done
or suffered, or any right, title, obligation or liability already acquired,
accrued or incurred or any remedy or proceeding already completed
in respect thereof, or any release or discharge of, or from any debt,
penalty, obligation, liability, claim or demand, or any indemnity
already granted; nor shall this Act affect any principle or rule of law,
or established jurisdiction, form or course of pleading, practice or
procedure, or existing usage, custom, privilege, restriction,
exemption, office or appointment, notwithstanding that the same
respectively may have been in any manner affirmed, or recognised or
derived by, in or from any enactment hereby amended;
nor shall the amendment by this Act of any enactment revive or
restore any jurisdiction, office, custom, liability, right, title, privilege,

restriction, exemption, usage, practice, procedure or other matter or

thing not now existing or in force.

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS
To promote ease of doing business in the State of Uttar Pradesh, it has become necessary to amend
various State Acts and remove criminal provisions relating to minor, technical and procedural lapses. These
provisions are being replaced with rationalised monetary penalties. The purpose of this initiative is to
reduce compliance burden, improve regulatory certainty and encourage investment in the State. This
approach is aligned with the national reform effort undertaken through the Jan Vishwas (Amendment of
Provisions) Act, 2023.

The State aims to achieve a USD 1 trillion economy. For this, a predictable and non punitive
regulatory framework is essential. In view of the above, it was decided to amend certain Acts to

decriminalise certain provisions thereof.

Since the State Legislature was not in session and immediate legislative action was necessary to
implement the aforesaid decision, the Uttar Pradesh Sugamya Vyapaar (Amendment of Provisions)
Ordinance, 2025 (U.P. Ordinance no. 14 of 2025) was promulgated by the Governor on
7" November, 2025.

The Bill is introduced to replace the aforesaid Ordinance.
